He showed us a presentation all about coffee growing and how Fairtrade helps to sustain his plantation and also help the workers and their families in the local community.  When we returned to school we got together in an assembly and shared what we had learnt from Oscar.  During Fairtrade fortnight we were donated some Fairtrade food from Tesco superstore in Newton Abbot some of which we donated to Westcliff School who, as with Cockwood School, are aiming to achieve Fairtrade status. With the rest of the produce Sally made us some lovely chocolate and banana cakes, these cakes helped to raise money during Comic Relief.
